The original Ferris Wheel, sometimes also refetoeak
the Chicago Wheel, opened to the public on Jund 233
at the World Expo in Chicago, lllinois. Intendedrieal the
1,060 foot Eiffel Tower, which wathe centerpiece of t
1889 Paris Expo, it was World Expo’s largest attoax,
with a final height of 264 feet.

It was designed and constructed by George Wasli

Safe Ways to Kill Germs
in the Bathroom

your hands as you take off the glovakso:

Clean the bathtub at least once weekly wi
scouring powder or a solution made with dvadt
cup of bleach and one gallon of water.

Sweep the bathroom floor at least once weekly
and clean with a basic cleaner, such as Lysol
solution made with one gallon of hot water,
tablespoons of borax, one teaspoon of
detergent and five drops each of patchouli
lavender essential oils. These oils canta
effective natural disinfectants.

Wipe bathroom sink and counters after ever
use. Once a week, use a disinfectant made
one-quarter cup distilled white vinegar and one-
half teaspoon of dish detergent in two cup
warm water. The bathroom sinkasbacterial he
spot because germs on your hands can spri
faucets.

Disinfect the toilet bowl, seat and oute
surfaces weeklywith a commercial cleaner
with a solution made with onealf cup of bakin
soda, one-half cup of borax, ogaarter cup ¢
distilled white vinegar, one teaspoon of
detergent, three drops of sweet orange ess
oil, and two drops of patchouli oil. Let it soak
an hour, scrub, then flush. Wipe and disinfec
handle daily because it's frequently touchec
unwashed hands.

Close the toilet lid when you flush During
flushing, bacteria disperse into the air and
land on any surface that is within six fi
including toothbrushes.
