Caution Too much fluoride can cause mottling ¢
discoloration of teeth, but this rarely happensiele of fluoride
in drinking water—one part per million gallons—aiafe.

Many very young children don’t drink enough fludated
water or drink non-fluoridated bottled or well wate
Supplements are available; consult your doctor.

Father's Day is a celebration inaugurated in the
early twentieth century to compliment Mother’s Day
in celebrating fatherhood and male parenting.

Sonora Smart Dodd of Washington mused on
the idea one Sunday in 1909, while listening to a
Mather's Day sermon at the Central Methodist
Episcopal Church in Spokane. She wanted a
celebration that honored fathers that were like her
own father, William Smart. He was a Civil War
veteran, his wife died when Sonora was 16, and he
had to take care of all six children.

In June of 1910, she arranged a tribute for her

bnfather in Spokane. She enlisted the help of the

Spokane Ministerial Association, and young
members of the YMCA went to church wearing
roses: a red rose to honor a living father, andhidew
rose to honor a deceased father. Dodd also traveled
throughout the city in a closed carriage, carrying
gifts to shut-in and invalid fathers. She was tingt f
to petition for the idea having an official Fatler’
Day observance to honor all fathers. It took many
years to make the holiday official.

In the Roman Catholic tradition, fathers are
celebrated on St. Joseph’s Day, commonly called
the Feast of Saint Joseph, on March 19.
